1. The tooth side lets you perform
a quick profile wear test.

2. Use the narrow side to test for overall
and/or uneven wear.

Uneven Wear Test Profile Test

- Use the toothed edge of the tool

- Press the teeth of the gauge into
the belt grooves

- The teeth should fit snugly into
each groove. If they don't, the
belt may need to be replaced

- Press the narrow edge of the gauge
into each belt groove

- The edge should not “bottorn out”
in any of the grooves
